AS WE GATHER

In today’s Epistle, we hear a word from Paul calling on the Church in Thessalonica to
live quiet lives, confident in God’s faithfulness to them, for “the Lord is faithful. He will
establish you and guard you against the evil one” (2 THEssALONIANS 3:3). It seems as though
our lives are sometimes the opposite of quiet and confident. Life can be filled with noise
and uncertainty. But confidence and quietness come to us as all of life does: as gifts
from our heavenly Father. God grant this to all of us.

COMMUNION PRACTICE

Lamb of God celebrates the Lord’s Supper in the confession and glad confidence that,
as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body
and blood to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with
Him and one another. Our Lord invites to His table those who trust in His words, repent
of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that
they may show forth His death until He comes. Because those who eat and drink our
Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm and because Holy
Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not
yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing from that of this congregation
and yet desire to receive the Sacrament, are asked first to speak with the Pastor or an
elder.

We are very happy that you are here today, whether this is your first or fiftieth
time with us. If you need a little help, please ask. There are many people here at
Lamb of God who will lend you a hand.

Here are some suggestions to help make worship with your children easier:

Relax! Jesus knows that children tend to wiggle and squawk a bit, so please don't feel
embarrassed by it. Your children are welcome at Lamb of God.

Please dare to sit toward the front, where your children can easily see the pastor,
note the colors, embrace the action at the altar, and wonder at the symbols in the great
stained-glass windows. What Jesus does here promises to engage them.

Explain the parts of the Divine Service to your children, encouraging them to chime in
on their parts: Amen! Lord have mercy! And with your spirit! | believe! Our Father! All of
this belongs to them, too.

Sing the hymns, pray, and voice the responses. Children learn by following your lead.

If you have to leave the service with your child, feel free to do so — but please hurry
back! Like Jesus, we want your children in the Liturgy, not out (there are soft toys and
books in the nursery, and activity sheets with colored pencils in the fellowship hall
which can be brought into the worship hall to help engage your child)

Remember that the way we nurture children in church directly affects the way they
respond to the Church, God, and to one another. Let them know that they are at home
in this house of worship.

Please know that while you are caring for your children, the rest of us will be rejoicing
in Jesus’ words “Let the little children come to me and do not hinder them, for the
kingdom of God belongs to such as these” (Luke 18:16)

We know that your children ae a gift to the church, so we will do our best to
welcome, smile, encourage, help, and bless you all.

‘For you yourselves know how you ought to
imitate us, because we were not idle when we were with you, ®nor did we eat
anyone’s bread without paying for it, but with toil and labor we worked night and
day, that we might not be a burden to any of you. °It was not because we do not
have that right, but to give you in ourselves an example to imitate. *°For even when
we were with you, we would give you this command: If anyone is not willing to work,
let him not eat. 'For we hear that some among you walk in idleness, not busy at
work, but busybodies. *?Now such persons we command and encourage in the Lord
Jesus Christ to do their work quietly and to earn their own living.

18y ou will be delivered up even by parents and brothers and relatives and friends,
and some of you they will put to death. "You will be hated by all for my name’s
sake. ¥But not a hair of your head will perish. °By your endurance you will gain
your lives.

20“But when you see Jerusalem surrounded by armies, then know that its desolation
has come near. ?'Then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains, and let
those who are inside the city depart, and let not those who are out in the country
enter it, ’for these are days of vengeance, to fulfill all that is written. 2Alas for
women who are pregnant and for those who are nursing infants in those days! For
there will be great distress upon the earth and wrath against this people. *They will
fall by the edge of the sword and be led captive among all nations, and Jerusalem
will be trampled underfoot by the Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.
25“And there will be signs in sun and moon and stars, and on the earth distress of
nations in perplexity because of the roaring of the sea and the waves, *°people
fainting with fear and with foreboding of what is coming on the world. For the powers
of the heavens will be shaken. 2’And then they will see the Son of Man coming in a
cloud with power and great glory. 22Now when these things begin to take place,
straighten up and raise your heads, because your redemption is drawing near.”
