AS WE GATHER

With the promise of mercy comes the warning of judgment. That is the message we have
heard throughout this season of Lent. In the parable Jesus spoke, the mercy of God is
lavish and entirely too generous to be reasonable. God is relentless in His pursuit of us,
but those who reject His mercy are condemned to stand alone before the judgment seat.
The promise and a warning go together and will always go together until the saving work
of God is complete and we live in His presence on high forevermore.

COMMUNION PRACTICE

Lamb of God celebrates the Lord’s Supper in the confession and glad confidence that,
as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body
and blood to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with
Him and one another. Our Lord invites to His table those who trust in His words, repent
of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that
they may show forth His death until He comes. Because those who eat and drink our
Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm and because Holy
Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not
yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing from that of this congregation
and yet desire to receive the Sacrament, are asked first to speak with the Pastor or an
elder.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE DAY

This is the last Sunday before we enter Holy Week. On this day, we hear the warning
of the Lord against those who refuse His mercy as well as the promise that those
who trust in Him will never be forsaken. Isaiah gives us the promise of a new thing
that the people God has formed to be His own might declare His praise forever. In
his letter to the Philippians, Paul urges us to press on toward the goal for the prize
of the upward call of God. In the Gospel, the Lord tells another parable in which He
warns that the same cornerstone that holds up the house of God’s mercy will
become the stone that crushes those who reject it.

2°So
they watched him and sent spies, who pretended to be sincere, that they might catch
him in something he said, so as to deliver him up to the authority and jurisdiction of the
governor.
